Gallery Tours on Chinese Bronzes Offered in Mandarin and English
at the Brooklyn Museum of Art, Sunday, February 9, 2003, 2:00 p.m.

A gallery tour will be offered in both Mandarin and English at the Brooklyn
Museum of Art on Sunday, February 9, 2003, at 2:00 p.m. Participants will meet
in the Grand Lobby. The tour will focus on the special exhibition Early Chinese
Bronzes: From Early Shang to Western Zhou Dynasties and will be presented by
I-Hsuan Chen, a member of the Museum’s Department of Asian Art. In a walk-
through of the exhibition, Ms. Chen will discuss ancient bronze shapes and
designs and trace the development of ancient Chinese culture. Her talk will exam-
ine ritual bronzes, wine vessels, and food containers, many of which are adorned
with designs typical to Chinese bronzes, such as bird, animal, and dragon patterns.

This will be the last in a series of Gallery Tours of the Chinese bronzes exhibition,
which is scheduled to close this spring.

On June 1, 2003, a new Gallery Tour, offered in Mandarin and English, will explore
Chinese lacquer, metalwork, and furniture.

These tours are a part of regularly scheduled Gallery Tours, all of which are free
with Museum admission. Museum Guides lead tours of the BMA’s comprehensive
permanent collections and of special exhibitions on Wednesdays, Thursday, and
Fridays at 1:30 p.m. and on Saturdays and Sundays at 1, 2, and 3 p.m. There are
also programs in Spanish and Russian in the American Identities galleries.
